Charles Lindberg, first man to fly
an airplane across the Atlantic
Ocean.
Harriett Woods, politician and
activist. Woods was appointed to
the State Highway Commission.
James S. Rollins, businessman and
politician. Rollins helped establish
the North Missouri Railroad
Company.
Tom Benoist, airplane pilot, flight
instructor, and manufacturer.
